Mencap Liverpool has five key functions (these come from our mission)

Listening, Campaigning, Supporting, Informing–Advising and Collaborating.  The list below shows how some of our planned activities fit into these functions and what our organisation will look like in 3 years time as a result.

Listening

· Focus Groups and meetings with members means we are directed by their needs and ideas

· Members are supported to represent themselves and others on Mencap Liverpool steering groups and committees so we can listen and respond on a strategic level

· We are accessible to our members by our physical locations, the information we produce and the activities we provide

Campaigning

· We have a large membership whom we listen to- we are therefore seen as a true representation of the LD community on Merseyside

· We commission research to provide an accurate local picture of the LD landscape so that we can lobby for change.

· We have relationships with key service providers so that we can influence how they provide services for people with a learning disability and their carers.

· We amplify the voices of small groups and individuals by co-ordinating responses to relevant policy

· We work with Royal Mencap to raise public awareness of key issues

Supporting

· We provide activities that allow people with a learning disability to have the same opportunities as everyone else living in Liverpool

· We provide good quality information and advice to members over the phone and via home visits

· We work with individual members and families to help them deal effectively with the learning disability issues that affect their day-to-day lives

· We establish circles of support around members and their families, bringing additional friends and acquaintances into their lives and providing them with greater independence

Informing-Advising

We provide information in the following ways:

· During office hours-phoning the office where we have a comprehensive database of information and local services to answer most queries immediately

· Out-of-hours- an extensive, up-to-the-minute, user-friendly website providing members with restricted access to our database on local services

· A quarterly newsletter with news on local LD issues 

· Regular local press coverage to raise awareness of our services and better inform the general population on LD issues 

· Monthly Information events for members

Collaborating

· We work with organisations and groups that want the same things that we do

· We have strategic partnerships with organisations that help us to achieve our mission

· We facilitate smaller grass-roots LD groups, to help them to deliver their activities better
· We are part of local and regional networks
